Status of the Egyptian vulture on the 
Balkans 

ü In the XIX-th century at 
Bosphorus, Turkey, 
Egyptian Vultures were 
described as migrating in 
flocks of thousands 
(Alleon & Vian 1869, 1870) 

 

ü Probably at least several 
thousand Egyptian Vulture 
pairs were breeding on 
the Balkans at that time! 

 



ü80 pairs in 5 countries (Bulgaria, Greece, Macedonia, 
Albania and Turkey) 

ü50% decline for the last 10 years 

üExtinction expected in 30-50 years
